STEP 1. Cut zip ties to remove spreader bar arms from leg assembly.
Use (4) 2” torx screws to attach left and right spreader bar arms to
foot rest and spreader bar.

STEP 2. Use (14) 2” barrel bolts, (14) barrel nuts and (2) pegs to attach
right & left arm/leg assembly to chair seat and foot rest.
Keep all barrel bolts loose until Step 4.
