Tip: When using a barrel bolt with a barrel nut, 
place the bolt into the barrel nut and gently turn it 
counter clockwise until you feel a slight click. Then 
proceed to turn the bolt clockwise to tighten the 
barrel nut onto the barrel bolt.

Note: Instructions work for 
Crescent, Essentials, and 
Sunrise gliders.



ASSEMBLY

STEP 1. Use (8) 2” torx screws to fasten the spreaders and spacer to the glider frames as shown below.

2” TORX

ASSEMBLY

STEP 2. Use (8) 2” barrel bolts and (8) barrel nuts to attach right & left 
arm/leg assembly to chair seat. Keep all barrel bolts loose until Step 4. 

STEP 3. Use (2) 1.5” barrel bolts and (2) barrel nuts to attach chair 
back to right & left arm assemblies.

STEP 4. PUSH FORWARD TO NOTCH IN FRAME. Use (2) 2” torx 
screws to attach chair back to chair seat. 
Tighten all bolts once screws are in.

No pre-drilled holes.
Screw straight into plastic.

STEP 5. Use (4) 2.5” hex bolts, (4) washers, and (4) lock nuts to 
attach assembled chair to the glider base. Leave bolts loose until all 
4 are in then tighten all bolts.

CONTRACTOR WARRANTY - CONTRACTORS receive a LIMITED 7-YEAR WARRANTY. Follow the same steps outlined above.

MAINTENANCE - Thoroughly inspect product before each use. Periodically check bolts after assembly and re-tighten when necessary.
